Merit awards are annual conference administered awards to United Methodist students attending United
Methodist colleges or universities. The awards are funded by a rebate to the Kansas West Annual Confer-
ence Commission on Institutional Ministries from the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry
through its Office of Loans and Scholarships. Effective with the 1985 Student Day Offering, funding avail-
able to annual conferences will be a 10% rebate from offering receipts.

GUIDELINES

The Kansas West Annual Conference Commission on Institutional Ministries shall dispense the Merit
Awards in accord with these guidelines and others which they may set.

Awards are to United Methodist students who are attending institutions of higher education recognize as

United Methodist by the University Senate. It shall not be required that the institution be within the

bounds of the annual conference from which the award originates.

Awards are from “merit’, but it should be understood that merit can be in terms of academic scholarship,

church involvement, financial need, special vocational preparation for ministry or other service, or a com-

bination of these factors as may be determined by the annual conference board.

An applicant for a Merit Award shall be nominated by a local church (pastor and/or Chairperson of

Higher Education and Ministry.) . :

a. Nominations shall be sent to Bev Weber, Kansas West Conference, 9440 E Boston, #110, Wichita, KS 67207,
no later than April 30. -

b. A local church may nominate one student annually;

¢. Included with the application shall be a statement from the sponsoring church describing the student's
involvement in church, school, community or other organizations, and why the nominee merits this
special recognition.

Awards shall be made by the annual conference board on the basis of an academic year.

Awards may be made to students as part of that student’s or his/her parent's contribution to the cost of

education. Efforts should be made to insure that the award payment will not displace any other aid to

which the student may be entitled,

Awards shall be made for no more that $1000.00 per annum. It is suggested that the annual conference

board set a minimum base of $500.00.

Annual conference area may establish award presentation procedures and provide for media coverage

of their Conference Merit Award Program and shall submit a list of recipient(s) to the Office of Loans and

Scholarships
